THREE DIFFERENT
TYPES OF WILL GIFTS

Once you have taken care of your loved ones in your
Will you may decide to leave the balance of your
assets, or a part of this balance to ALONE

1. A RESIDUARY BEQUEST

With the help of your solicitor the words you need in your Will to
leave a Residuary Bequest to ALONE are:

| give to ALONE (Registered Charity Number:20020057/CHY
8259) all (or a % ) of the residue of my estate whatsoever and
whosoever, and | direct that the receipt of the Treasurer, or other
officer, for the time being of the said organisation shall be a full
and sufficient discharge of the same.’

Alternatively, you may decide to leave a specified amount of
money to ALONE in your Will.

2. A PECUNIARY BEQUEST

With the help of your solicitor the words you need in your Will to
leave a Pecuniary Bequest to ALONE are:

| give the sum of €........... to ALONE (Registered Charity
Number:20020057/CHY 8259) and | direct that the receipt

of the Treasurer, or other officer, for the time being of the said
organisation shall be a full and sufficient discharge of the same.’

You may also choose to leave a specific item: jewellery, stocks,
shares, furniture, pictures, antiques etc.

3. A SPECIFIC BEQUEST

Your solicitor will advise you how best to include a Specific
Bequest in your Will of a gift to ALONE.

IMPORTANT QUESTIONS
ANSWERED FOR YOU

Q. How do | start making a Will and when should | start?

A. Ideally, you should start now. If you go to page 6 of this booklet
yoU’ll see our four different stages of making a Will.

Q. If | make a Will now, can | change my mind later?

A. Yes! You can change your Will at any time you wish. Your
solicitor can help and advise you about all matters relating to your
Will.

Q Is it good to leave a gift to charity in a WILL?

A. Yes. Giving money to charity in your Will is a great way for
you to leave a positive legacy for the future. As we say on the
front cover of this booklet it’s a lovely way for you to ... let your
goodness live on.

Q. If | leave a legacy in my Will to ALONE will it be taxed?

A. No. Because ALONE is a registered charity, the charity will
receive your legacy tax-free.

Q | already have a Will, can | amend it now to include a gift to
ALONE?

A. Yes! If you already have a Will, it’s easy to amend it at any time
to include a gift to ALONE. Minor changes like this do not require
a new Will, as an existing Will can be amended by completing a
codicil, which your solicitor will help you draw up.

Q. Can | leave a legacy to more than one charity in my Will?

A. Yes, of course you can. Your solicitor can help and advise you
about this.

Q. May | donate to ALONE while | am alive, as well as leaving a
legacy gift in my Will to ALONE after | die?
A. YES! Indeed, you may. We have constant demands on our
limited resources, and we will be eternally grateful to you for every
help you give us.

FOUR
SIGNIFICANT STAGES
IN MAKING A WILL

. STAGE 1 Solicitor

Decide on a solicitor to advise and help you to make
your Will. If you don’t already use a solicitor, talk to your
family and friends, and see if they can recommend one
to you. The Law Society of Ireland operates a free online
‘ find a solicitor’ service which includes details on how . STAGE 3 Decide on Executor(s)
to Get-A-Quote. You can access this information on:
www.lawsociety.ie/Public/Get-a-Quote/Making-a-will

Consider who you would like to look after your financial
affairs when you die and ask him/her/them if they are
willing to become your executors. It’s often said that
it’s best to have more than one executor. Make sure
you have agreement in advance from your appointed
executors before naming them in your Will.

. STAGE 2 Listing assets and liabilities

Before you meet the solicitor it’s best that you make
a list of your main assets and put an approximate

value beside each of them. Your assets might include

property, money, savings, car, insurance policies, stocks,
shares, furniture, pictures, jewellery etc. Add them all up .

Decide how you would like your assets divided in your
Will. Please remember when you are making your Will
that your family and loved ones should always come

first. If you wish to include a specific bequest in your
Will, such as gifting a piece of jewellery to a family

member or a specific amount of money to a charity

such as ALONE, your solicitor can advise and help you

and get an approximate value of your total assets.

Next, make a list of all your liabilities such as a bank
overdraft that has to be paid back, any amount of
money still to be paid back on your mortgage and other
loans, credit cards etc. Add these all up and get an
approximate value of your total liabilities.



THREE
TIMELY THINGS
TO KEEP IN MIND

Remember, if you already have a Will, you can easily update
it at any time with a codicil with the help of your solicitor.

A codicil is an extra clause added to a Will and could, for
example, include your instructions in your Will to make a gift
to ALONE. Your solicitor can advise you about this.

Make a clear note about the time when your Will has been
prepared, where the final copies are kept (usually with the
solicitor) and the name(s) of your Executor(s). Leave this
note in a place where this important information can easily
be found after your death.

From time to time it’'s important to review your Will with a
solicitor, particularly if there is a significant change in your
circumstances like the death of a spouse, getting married,
buying a new home, having a baby or if you are about to
retire.
